Frederick University is a private University operating in the Republic of Cyprus,
a member country of the European Union. Frederick University was established
by a decision of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Cyprus in 2007

and obtained its final official license in January 201 2. Although the establish-
ment of the University is relatively recent, the organisation has a long history of
more than 50 years in higher education.

Since its establishment, Frederick University managed to achieve an impressive
level of growth, in terms of student population, faculty members and academic
infrastructure, and today is considered as one of the best-established
universities in the region.

During this period, Frederick University was established in the society and the
academic community as a modern university offering high quality teaching and
research. It is also recognized as a university that offers innovative programs
of study that address societal needs and, primarily, as a socially responsible
university.

In 2012, Frederick University was awarded the ECTS Label, the
highest recognition of the European Commission for the excellent
application of the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation Sys-
tem (ECTS).

The Diploma
Supplement (DS) accompanies a higher education diploma, providing
a standardized description of the nature, level, context, content and
status of the studies completed by its holder. The supplement is
designed to facilitate academic and professional recognition. Both
labels raise the profile of Frederick University as a transparent

and reliable partner in European and international cooperation.

Admission Information

At Frederick University candidates are considered for admission on the basis of their academic qualifications, regardless of sex, race, na-

tional origin, color or religion.

POSTGRADUATE ADMISSION

PhD Degree

Candidates can apply to the program only following a relevant call.
Each call specifies the academic domains of interest and specific
admission details.

MSc/MBA/MA/MEd Degrees

Candidates must submit a recognized bachelor’s degree or an
equivalent qualification, as well as the official transcripts (grade
reports) of their undergraduate studies. In addition, there might be
special requirements for various postgraduate programs.

UNDERGRADUATE ADMISSION

Candidates for a bachelor’s degree program should submit a
school-leaving certificate from a recognized sixth-form secondary
school (high school) with an average grade of 75% (Greek Cypriot
secondary schools) or a grade “C” or its equivalent (other second-
ary schools), or an equivalent qualification. Candidates who submit
a sixth-form secondary school-leaving certificate but do not meet
the above grade requirements may be admitted on a probationary
status, if they show potential for educational advancement. The
probationary status will be removed, upon a satisfactory academic
performance. Candidates admitted on probationary status may also
be asked to enrol in foundation courses in order to improve their
skills and/or to reduce their study load.

WHEN TO APPLY

Frederick University academic year consists of the fall and spring

semesters. Students classes begin either during the last week of
September or the first week of February. Candidates may submit an
application for admission in any of the semesters. Due to the fact
that procedures for issuing an entry visa take at least 6 weeks, can-
didates are urged to submit their application at least 8 weeks prior
to the expected date of enrolment. Students are expected to be on
campus prior to the beginning of the semester/session. If needed,
courses can be provided within the summer period.
